Ironworks is rooted in its industrial 
character, combining bold & 
contemporary design to create 
a distinctive collection of town 
houses and apartments, in keeping 
with the Victorian architecture of 
the local area.
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The arrival of the railway in the mid 1840’s signalled
the beginning of the development of the Mill Road
area and within a few decades the area was 
transformed from largely undeveloped agricultural land 
into a Victorian suburb. 

The land where Ironworks now stands has been home 
to a number of industrial activities, including a coprolite 
mill, a coal depot and an iron foundry, called the Eagle 
Foundry. 

The Eagle Foundry, owned by the Headly brothers, was 
one of the first businesses to capitalise on the arrival of 
the railway, relocating from Market Hill to Mill Road in 
1847. The only locomotive ever to be built in Cambridge 
was made there - appropriately named ‘The Eagle’ after 
the Mill Road foundry site.

The name ‘Ironworks’ is inspired by the 
areas rich industrial past and the former 

iron foundry located at Mill Road.
